
	Unit intention: The central focus of the drama study is the literary text. Students will need to explore the use of literary and dramatic devices and the shaping of meanings in their chosen plays. Students study a tragedy or comedy drama by Shakespeare (studied in Y13) and another tragedy or comedy drama. (Studied in Y12)
