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	Unit intention:  You will understand that medicine in medieval England was strongly influenced by the Church: the Church controlled medical knowledge and understanding, promoting the work of Hippocrates and Galen as it had done for centuries.  You will study the differing roles of the physician, apothecary, and barber surgeon and also the role of the Church in providing care in hospitals.  However, you will recognise that many illnesses would be treated within the family, using herbal or traditional remedies.  You will appreciate, too, that there was also a strong belief in the role of religion and the supernatural, e.g. that God both sent and cured disease, so that prayer was used alongside more physical attempts to treat disease, such as bloodletting and purging, and the use of herbal remedies that had been passed down through generations. Additionally, you will study the full spread of ideas about prevention and treatments that desperate people were willing to try  that is exemplified in the case study of the Black Death, which spread across England from 1348.
