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	Unit intention:   The first enquiry develops the students’ knowledge of the Roman Empire through the studying of artefacts. They would have a secure knowledge of what artefacts can tell us about life in Roman Britain but also the ways in which Roman Britain was interconnected with the wider world (ie. Ivory Bangle Lady is evidence of migration). This enquiry further develops this knowledge through a study of the split and ‘fall’ of the Roman Empire and the extent to which the change/continuity in the period following, justifies the claim that the world ‘ended’ in 476
This then goes on to build directly on students’ knowledge of the emerging Islamic empire from the second enquiry. Students will be briefly introduced to Muhammed and the spread of Islam but in the context of the fall of the Roman Empire. They will use their knowledge of the divided Roman Empire to begin to unpack the reasons behind the success of the Rashidun Caliphate in the 6th and 7th Centuries
