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	Unit intention:     This enquiry builds on pupils’ prior knowledge of the First World War; the outcomes of war and the impact of the Treaty of Versailles in particular. The unit will begin by investigating the impact of the TOV in Germany, before shifting to investigate the emerging cultures in Berlin in the 1920s; the Weimar Renaissance, LGBTQ+ culture, as well as the conflict in ideologies between communists and nationalists. The end of the unit will investigate how Adolf Hitler seized power, and how his aims and intentions appealed to some Germans. Subsequently, this case study on Germany in the 1920s will allow students to explore the post-WW1 period through focusing on a society that witnessed economic strife, cultural changes and a wholesale political change within the space of a decade. The quote that we will be referencing is from Eric D. Weitz – Promise and Tragedy. 

Chronologically, the topic lends itself to the subsequent topics taught throughout the year. WW2, Holocaust, Decolonisation, and Post-War Britain will all include elements taught throughout this unit; therefore, it is of vital importance that pupils familiarise themselves with first order concepts such as Liberalism, Fascism, Renaissance and Antisemitism amongst others to develop their schema with regards to the development of the modern world.
