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	Unit intention:     
Building on: 

This mini enquiry aims to draw student attention to the aftermath of the ‘golden era’ in Germany during the 1920s, by investigating initially how Hitler came to power, before shifting focus to his intentions and the big question of whether he aimed to cause a Second World War. Pupils will use their understanding of the political, social and economic climate in Germany to compare changes made by Hitler, whilst deciding whether those changes were enough to cause another War. Pupils will also investigate the role of Britain, France, Russia and the League of Nations- and how certain cases of appeasement and alliances contributed to the outcome of another global conflict. 

Building towards:

Subsequently, pupils will be learning about the Second World War in Tower Hamlets, therefore understanding of the state, and how it can be organised in times of crisis and uncertainty will be important for future learning. Equally, understanding Hitler’s role in victimising the Jewish population in Europe will play a crucial role in understanding Jewish insurgency during the Holocaust.
