4:  Outstanding 

• You are hardworking, highly motivated and contribute fully to learning. 

• You are enthusiastic and co-operative with staff and collaborate very effectively. 

• You take full responsibility for your own learning, show perseverance, meet all deadlines 
and complete work to the very best of your ability. 

• You respond to all feedback given to improve your work. 

• You are always on time and never late to lessons. 

3: Good 

• You are hard-working and present a positive attitude to learning.  

• You are polite, willing and co-operative with staff and collaborative with others.  

• You complete your work to the best of your ability. 

• You are able to use self-help strategies to complete tasks and regulate your behavior 
appropriately. 

• You are on time to lessons and punctual. You provide your teacher’s with plausible 
reasons for absence. 

2: Requires Improvement 

• You do not always work to the best of your ability and sometimes need encouragement to 
stay on task and think for yourself. 

• Your progress is slow due to inconsistent effort in lessons. You avoid challenging tasks 
despite support and give up easily. 

• You are not fully prepared for lessons, you do not have all the required equipment and 
home learning is sometimes not completed or shows minimal effort although homework 
support is provided. 

• You need frequent reminders to stay on task. You do not involve yourself in the learning 
process without frequent prompting. 

• Your punctuality and attendance to school is inconsistent. 

1: Concerning 

• You do not meet the expected standards of behaviour or use taught strategies to self-
regulate; as a result, you disrupt the learning environment. 

• You are not prepared for lessons and need to accept more responsibility for your learning. 

• You normally require supervision to complete work in lessons, and do not engage unless 
closely monitored. 

• Your lack of effort and focus has a negative impact on your learning and sometimes that 
of others. 

• You do not complete enough quality work in lessons for your ability. 

• You rarely attend school and often late to lessons.
